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 “Take; this is my body.” (Mark 14:22) 

 
 Every year about this time, we turn our thoughts to Holy Communion.  As the 
church universal celebrates World Communion Sunday, we try to express the im-
portance of coming to participate in this special supper.  Each year, the church tries 
to heighten this importance by pointing out that all churches, whatever denomina-
tion will be celebrating Holy Communion. What a testimony to the unity of the 
church! 
 
 The times in which we live need such a testimony.  Wherever we look, we see the 
forces of division and separation imposing on our lives.  Arguments and hostilities 
arise, as these forces try to pit us one against another.  Are you the right political 
party?  Do you live in the correct neighborhood?  Do you believe the way I do? 
 
 It seems we may wonder who to follow.  There are plenty of divisive voices out in 
the world telling us we are wrong if we don’t believe exactly as they do, if we don’t 
follow exactly their agenda.  The whole concept of civil discourse seems to have 
vanished from our relating to one another.  Now, it’s who can scream the loudest 
and longest that seems to capture the public.  The civil idea of working out divi-
sions has given way to the constant beat of “my way or the highway!” 
 
 Holy Communion reminds us that there is a greater way.  In the communion cele-
bration, we acknowledge the gift of Jesus Christ, and his offering of himself for all 
of us.  The emphasis is upon “all”!  One aspect of the Holy Communion is its bind-
ing of us each one to another.  When we gather about the Table, breaking the bread 
and sharing in the cup, all divisions cease, all differences are nullified, and each of 
us comes as God’s creature – loved by God. 
 
 It is this basic understanding that drives our coming to the Table.  Whatever our 
particular expressions, ethical stances, political affiliations, when we come to the 
Table, we come as equals, in need of forgiveness, desiring the grace of Christ, 
seeking to be fed the heavenly food of love.  World Communion Sunday is an op-
portunity for the church, and for us to declare to the world the unity we have as 
redeemed, forgiven children of God.  It is our time to proclaim most joyously to the 
world Jesus Christ, who died for us to show such great love, to redeem us, and 
make us one! 
 
 So, along with many others, let us gather to celebrate the Holy Communion.  Let 
us gather to share in this special meal on this special occasion of World Commun-
ion Sunday, October 4th.  Let us gather to witness to the world that there is a better 
way.  Let us gather to be feed and made new.  Let us gather, to share in the bread 
and cup!

Did you know that the av-
erage American adult suffers two to three 
colds per year?  Every year in the US ap-
proximately 200,000 people are hospital-
ized and 36,000 die from the flu or its com-
plications.  Focus on preventing colds and 
flu by practicing good hygiene.  Wash your 
hands before eating or preparing food, after 

using the restroom, coughing or sneezing, or touching your face.  When 
you cough or sneeze, use a tissue and throw it away immediately.  If you 
do not have a tissue available, cough into your upper arm/sleeve.  Carry 
hand sanitizer gel or towelettes with you so that you can clean your hands 
anytime.  Colds are typically passed from hand-to-hand or hand-to-object 
contact since most cold viruses can live for hours on objects.  If you put 
your hand in or near your mouth or nose, you probably will become sick!
